MySchool Background

MySchool was founded in 2012, led by an experienced Omani leadership and is adopting the
Primary Years, and Middle Years IB programmes and the Bilingual General Diploma for high
school students.

Fundamental to our teaching and learning approach is the recognition that children are natural
inquirers who will develop socially, physically and academically in different times and at
different speeds, as we believe that education is a process, not a race.

To cope with the international approaches to education, meet the IB requirements and respond to
the learners’ needs, MySchool has adopted the inquiry-based & concept-based approaches to
teaching and learning which we think allow students to develop as critical thinkers, and problem
solvers. Students are able to own their learning, inquire into, investigate, take decisions, transfer
and apply what they are learning in school to real life.

Developing international mindedness among the school community has always been an integral
element of MySchool philosophy. Indeed, we focus on the global concepts that allow students to
think deeply. We encourage investigation, research, collaboration and communication as key
elements of the teaching and learning practices. As a result, students are motivated to think
independently and critically to take the responsibility of their own learning and to raise a sense
of awareness towards the human condition through their personal experiences and those of the
others in their national and international communities.

At MySchool, we pay close attention to students’ language needs and abilities to ensure they are
able to reach their full potential and to cope with national and international challenges. Students
learn through a bilingual program that offers English as the language of instruction and Arabic
as their mother tongue to maintain their cultural identity in addition to French as a third
language and the Mandarin as a fourth.

We think that when students learn an additional language, other than their mother tongue, they
will develop a broader understanding of other cultures as well as accept the others with all their
differences.

The implementation of the IB programs helped us to develop the concept of leadership and the
creation of young leaders who are able to easily deal with the global issues and changes in a
positive and contributing way.

We also believe that the uniqueness of the IB learner profile contributes in developing students
as citizens who respect all the people with their different nationalities, customs and beliefs in a
global peaceful world.
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The Primary Years Programme (PYP)

MySchool, an authorised IB school in 2018, follows the Primary Years Program (PYP)
for students aged 3 to 12. With the enhancements in PYP, students’ agency-voice,
choice and ownership, is considered in the heart of the learning and teaching. This will
encourage active, inquiring students who take responsibility for their own learning. A
commitment to agency creates a culture in the learning community where students
co-construct and self-adjust their learning experiences, building self-efficacy, a greater
sense of learning ownership and contributing to their social, emotional and cognitive

growth.
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A set of ten learner profile attributes is the common language of our school community to
describe and reflect on the school culture, communications, feedback, and expectations. They
are infused within the programme of inquiry as well as throughout the life of the school. They
support students’ development of international mindedness and in taking action for positive
change. We strive to become Inquirers, Knowledgeable, Thinkers, Communicators, Principled,
Open-minded, Caring, Risk-takers, Balanced, Reflective.

Through taking individual and collective action,
students come to understand the responsibilities associated with being internationally minded
and appreciate the benefits of working with others for a shared purpose. When students
experience that taking actions make a difference, they see themselves as competent, capable
and active agents of change.

Transdisciplinarity means considering disciplines in relational terms rather than in
isolationist or oppositional terms. Subject knowledge is not an end, but a means to illuminate
larger, more integrative ends through key and related concepts. Learning is not confined
within the boundaries of traditional subjects, but is supported and enriched by them. The six
transdisciplinary themes have fundamental importance in planning across the grade levels.

Transdisciplinary themes:

Inquiry into the nature of the self; beliefs and values; person, physical, mental, social and
spiritual health; human relationships including families, friends, communities, and cultures;
rights and responsibilities; what it means to be human.

Inquiry into orientation in place and time; personal histories; homes and journeys; the
discoveries, explorations and

migrations of humankind; the relationship between and the interconnectedness of individuals
and civilizations, from local and global perspectives.

Inquiry into the ways in which we discover and express ideas, feelings, nature, culture,
beliefs and values; the ways in which we reflect on, extend and enjoy our creativity; our
appreciation of the aesthetic.

Inquiry into the natural world and its laws, the interaction between the natural world (physical and
biological) and human societies; how humans use their understanding of scientific principles; the impact of
scientific and technological advances on society and on the environment.

Inquiry into the interconnectedness of human-made systems and communities; the structure and function of
organizations; societal decision-making; economic activities and their impact on humankind and the
environment.

Inquiry into rights and responsibilities in the struggle to share finite resources with other
people and other living things; communities and the relationship within and between them;
access to equal opportunities; peace and conflict resolution.



( Thinking, Communication, Social, Self Management and Research) are crucial in supporting
students to effectively learn and succeed inside and outside of school.They pave the way for
students to develop cognitive and metacognitive skills. When combined with the learner profile,
development of the approaches to learning will help students to become self- regulated, active
and agentic learners. We identify one's own approaches to learning sub-skills to support learners,
school context and consider progressions of sub-skills development across the continuum.

1s our leading pedagogical approach and the basis for all learning and teaching in PYP.
Play-based learning, problem-based learning, collaboration, experimentation, and explicit
teaching all have a place in this approach. This will facilitate students’ exploration of the
transdisciplinary themes or subject-specific knowledge to become critical and creative
thinkers, researchers, collaborators and communicators. Our learning and teaching is
mapped vertically and horizontally in the programme of inquiry and approached through
concept-based inquiry—engaging students with significant ideas to promote meaningful
learning experiences and conceptual understandings.

Alongside the seven key concepts(Form, Function, Causation, Change, Connection,
Perspective, Responsibility ), a range of related concepts may arise from the central ideas
and the concepts to strengthen the ongoing inquiry process.



is ongoing and integral to teaching and learning. Four pivotal dimensions of
assessment—monitoring, documenting, measuring, and reporting—support knowledge and
skills acquisition, the development of deep conceptual understandings, and self- regulated
learning. We strive to nurture students who are able to reflect on their learning, identify or
co-construct learning goals and success criteria, develop metacognitive skills, give and receive
feedback and consider next steps to consolidate their learning.

MySchool is a candidate International Baccalaureate that pursues the Middle Years Programme
( MYP) for learners aged 16-11. The MYP motivates learners to make valuable connections
between what they learn at school and the world. In our MYP classes, learners learn through
different teaching approaches mainly the concept-based, project-based, and inquiry-based
teaching and learning approaches which would lead to the application of different types of
assessment tools and strategies. At MySchool, students fulfill their passions by completing
community and personal projects in grades 9 and 10 respectively empowering them to make
positive choices and decisions in their lifestyle and opt for changes in their local communities.

Learners are also provided with the opportunities to show their strengths and achievement while
using ATL skills like communicating, self-managing, searching, and thinking skills.

Another great benefit and unique teaching approach adopted in MySchool is interdisciplinary
learning, whereby learners build a strong understanding across subjects.

Moreover, students develop as confident communicators who are able to respectfully understand
others with their differences.




Personal Project

Personal Project is a subject group in the IB world that teaches how
to do an academic project which serves others. The students will
practice different skills in line with a bid idea to make a production. It
helps the learners to boost their approaches to learning and connect
them to the real world. In addition, it prepares the students for taking
student projects at university level.

It consists of four main criteria that should be implemented in order.
They include “Investigation, Planning, Action, Feedback™ and
students record each step in their process journals. The school
authorities guide the learners and control the growth rate and honesty
of each project. In the end, they will come up with a self-made output
and essay that can be recorded as a prime achievement of their
academic experience.

Community Project

Community projects will engage the students in service-learning or doing service as an action for
society. There are two types of services which are direct and indirect. In the first one, the learners
interact with people, nature, or animals. They team up to build facilities or enhance a situation that
results in having a better society.

In the indirect format, the learners benefit the community or the environment by making social
forums, campaigns, or websites.

The learners will investigate, discuss, record, and plan for the project. They identify which
community to serve, how to do it, when to start each specific phase, and why the group should do
so. Then in the end, they will diagnose the deficiencies and enhance their output. If it did not meet
the standard criteria, the supervisor and coordinator will identify the faulty parts and lead the
corrections for presenting a cutting-edge final draft.
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Approaches to learning (ATL) can be defined
as planned techniques of learning. A set of
attitudes and skills that can be gained in the
scope of learning experience. It results in the
learners’ cognitive and affective development
in five various axes, including “Thinking,
Communicative, Social, Research, and
Self-management skills”. ATL is also in line
with the concept-based idea of learning in the
IB world, driving the learning communities
beyond traditional classroom learning and
assessment and achieving academic and life
skills.

As teachers, ATL wants us to take innovative
vision in teaching, so as to implement
approaches to learning in our lectures and
assessments. These innovations are in both
teaching strategies and learning activities. The
learning steps out of a handbook and the
assessment is not just responding to a set of
questions. It also urges the learners to use
electronic gadgets, surf essays and share
knowledge collaboratively, it also capables
learners to apply and use their academic
learnings in their professional lives.

The International English Language Testing System (IELTS) measures the language
proficiency of people who want to study or work where English is used as a language
of communication. It uses a nine-band scale to identify proficiency levels, from
non-user (band score 1) through to expert (band score 9). For the students who want to
level up their degrees abroad, it is considered a major prerequisite for college
attendance.

The goal of the course is to provide students with an updated understanding of the
IELTS exam and prepare them for the mock exam at the end of each course. The
second objective is to diagnose and fix the weak areas in students' English language
knowledge and to improve the pace of reading and speaking.

We offer our learners a wide range of data and lessons in different stages. Students
attend the graded IELTS classes based on the standard placement test at the
beginning of the course. They go through a continuous learning, practicing, and
feedback cycle to deepen their knowledge and master all of the modules.

Learners are supposed to instill IELTS exam modules in themselves and level with
the international students who sit the same exam globally. They will improve their
fluency and accuracy and they can face any type of questions well.



When the new Academic year began on 13th of September 2020 at MySchool, what was customary of
the traditional first day of school was not seen.

Language is omnipresent in the IB educational philosophy; “the role of language is valued as
central to developing critical thinking, which is essential for the cultivation of intercultural
awareness, international-mindedness and global citizenship.”

MySchool has developed a language curriculum that provides its students with greater
opportunities for communication and an openness to other cultures. Adopting the teaching of the
Chinese language, Mandarin (Han Yu / }X3& ) for all students from first to eighth grades, MySchool
has achieved a pioneering role in the Sultanate of Oman and the region as it is the only institution
that teaches it to students as a subject since the academic year 2019 - 2018.

In MySchool Mandarin language curriculum is taught as Language C; Mandarin as a foreign
language. This pathway is for non-native/non-heritage students. From an initial stage, the course
places a greater emphasis on functional communicative skills in listening, speaking and reading,
while students in this pathway use the ( Ni Hao Han Yu / fR4FX3& ) Mandarin approach and
website resources to support their learning. It is recommended that students practise the skills
learnt in the classroom within the wider community and in authentic language usage settings.

At MySchool we believe that learning languages allow students to be open-minded, confident
communicators. The French language has been taught at MySchool since 2012. Our students learn
this european language as a foreign language from grade three to grade 8. Like with other subjects,
teaching and learning happen in an encouraging environment where students are urged to express
themselves to acquire the communication and thinking skills. Teachers stimulate students’ motivation
and performance through a combined theory of game-based and fun learning and practicing the
language in authentic, simulated situations. It is also taught through translanguaging strategies which
“is a process in which students draw on known languages, naturally, flexibly, combining their
elements to meet communicative and social needs.” (IB PYP Translanguaging 2018 ).
